The Knowledge Forum concentrates on an exchange of information between the scientific society and the promoters of OPTATEC. This takes place against a backdrop of being capable of filtering out new trends and areas of scientific interest, and providing OPTATEC exhibitors and expert visitors with a continuously up-to-date and highly attractive exhibition and supplementary programme.
New at OPTATEC 2010: “Training & Science” Theme Park
In addition to this, the so-called theme park for “Training & Science” will be held for the first time at the 10th OPTATEC. The goal of the theme park is to make the event accessible and interesting to scientifically oriented young people, and to further recruit qualified new talent for the optical technologies sector. And thus in addition to the special shows, this theme park also encompasses offerings such as a career forum, a university presentation and a guided tour for school pupils. Amongst others, partners include Mercuri Urval, Optence and OptecNet.
“Analysts’ Conference”, Forum and “CEO Round Table” Round Out the Supplementary Programme at the 10th OPTATEC
Further highlights of the supplementary programme include the Analysts’ Conference held by SPECTARIS, the well know and always highly frequented OPTATEC Exhibitor Forum and the planned “CEO Round Table”, thus assuring highly interesting supplementary events for the entire duration of the trade fair. With its internationally unique exhibition portfolio and supplementary programme, OPTATEC offers a comprehensive overview, and furthermore functions as a sort of “driving force for the economy”, because the economic opportunities of the near and mid-term future will above all be found in the application of new and innovative technologies.
The Schall Group of Companies

The Schall group organises a total of 26 national and international exhibitions at its own, and at external venues both inside and outside of Germany. Six of these are public exhibitions, for example “Faszination Modellbau”. The other 20 events are technical trade fairs which cover important industry sectors. Motek (handling technology), Optatec (optical technologies) and Car & Sound (mobile electronics) are worldwide, leading technical trade fairs. Fakuma (plastics processing) and Blechexpo (sheet metal processing) are each considered the number two events in their respective industries throughout the world, and Control (quality assurance) is considered number one around the globe. At the events which take place in Germany, 12 to 20% of the visitors come from foreign countries. Alone in Stuttgart, Schall’s Motek, Control and Blechexpo trade fairs occupied at total of more than 1,900,000 square feet of floor space in 2007 (this corresponds to 19 fully occupied pavilions) thus making a considerable contribution to utilisation of the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre. On the twelve days during which these events were held, representatives from roughly 3000 exhibiting companies, as well as approximately 80,000 visitors came to Stuttgart – a significant push for the local economy, service providers, hotels and restaurants. In the meantime, the trade fair concepts for Motek and Control have also been adopted in France, Italy, Austria, Sweden, China and India. Depending upon which events take place in each respective year, the Schall group generates an annual turnover of about €28 million with roughly 50 employees.
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
